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Operating principle 
 
ExDomus ®  Pro software can be installed on any computer with Microsoft® XP or 
Microsoft® V ista ® installed . 

 
It was designed to allow you to manage your houseôs technical equipment 

(lighting, blinds , heating, security systems, etc.)  
 
This appl ication is designed to work in client/server mode, i.e. it can work on a 

single machine or on several simultaneously.  
 

When being used on a standalone workstation, the PC with the controlling display 
is connected to a controller or ñmodemò (DHC KNX module)  which is responsible 
for communicating with the electronic devices to be managed.  
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When being used on several workstations, the machine that communicates with 
the electronic equipment via the controller is known as the server .  

The houseôs controlling displays (the clients ) communicate with this server in 
order to manage the devices.  
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KNX technology 
 

December 2003: established from the convergence of Bus Batibus, EIB and EHS, 

KNX becomes the European standard for home & building automation.  

November 2006: the KNX standard is acknowledged as an international IS/IEC 

14543 -3 standard. KNX thus becomes the only international open standard for 
home & building technical management.  

  
The KNX association brings together more than a hundred members throughout 
the world, mainly electrical equipment manufacturers, GTB companies, energy 

providers and telecommunication companies. Protecting the interoperability of 
the systemôs products and durability, the KNX standard offers wide-ranging 

features, indepe ndent of the constructors . 
 
KNX technology offers 3 types of communication media to send commands to the 

control modules connected to the electrical devices.  
 twisted pair  

 power line carrier (the information is sent on the houseôs electrical power 
system)  

 radio frequency 868.3 MHz  

  
These modules can have on/off relay features (light or controlled plug), dimmer 

(light regulator), motori zing management (raising/lowering blinds ), thermostat, 
motion or smoke detector etc.   

 
KNX systems are generally provided  and activated by trained and authori zed 
professionals.  

 
 Each module has two ID families (known as addresses):  

-  command addresses (e.g. ON/OFF or UP/DOWN)  
-  state addresses ( ON/OFF  or  position of the blinds )  

 

In order to be able to independently control each  module, different IDs should be 
given to each one. The installer gives addresses to each module and, for 

example, programs a push -button to send a certain value at the corresponding 
address to a light regulator.  
 

KNX addresses can be represented in three ways:  
-  two levels (e.g. 6/10)  

-  three levels (e.g. 5/1/56)  
-  numerical (e.g. 5467)

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Concepts 
 
ExDomus® Pro  will use several concepts t hat you should be familiar with before 

starting to configure it:  
-  Room:  a physical location in the house  

-  Zone:  set of grouped devices  
-  Device:  a piece of electrical equipment that can be controlled  
-  Scene:  a set of actions programmed in KNX  with ETS  

-  Sequence :  a set of actions programmed in ExDomus ®  Pro , following 
actions, possibly separated by a waiting time for integrating non -KNX 

equipment  
-  Event:  this makes it possible to trigger a sequence . An event can be 

physical (KNX action), time based (at a determined  day and time) or 

ephemeris (depending on the sun's position)  
-  Home Status:  8 generic home statuses that you can adapt (at home, 

away briefly, away for a long time, surveillance mode, night mode, 
guest mode, do not disturb, manual )  

 

Connecting 
 

The ExDomus ®  Pro server will communicate with KNX modules via a ñmodemò or 
controller (reference DHC TPK) connected to a serial port (port RS232) on your 
PC, or possibly by USB.  

 
ExDomus ®  Pro automatically recogni zes port RS232 or the USB where you will 

have connecte d your controller (see the Controller connection  chapter).
